Hiiepuude keskel tahistati piihi,
peeti n6u, vannuti truudust, ravitseti, méisteti kohut ning toodi jumalatele ja esivanemate hingedele ande. Toetudes juurtele, on
tanaseni alles jaanud hiites véimalik aeg maha votta ning métiskleda parimuste ja esivanemate tarkuste tle, ammutada loodusest

vage ning hingerahu.

Ajalooallikatest voib leida, et polisrahvaste piihasid paiku puiti havitada alates siinsete alade vallutamisest ja ristiusustamisest 13.
sajandil. Kujundliku naite sellest pakub 1749. aastal Parnu maakonnas valja antud korraldus: “kui peaks leiduma kohti, kus toimub
vaarjumalateenistus, siis peavad talupojad need pastori juuresolekul taiesti havitama, puud maha raiuma ja ara poletama, kivid

I6hkuma ja laiali pilduma ning maa tiles kiindma". "

lidsed puhapaigad kannatasid veel 20. sajandil erinevate vdimuvditluste, toéstusrevolutsiooni, sédade ja tanapaevaste
inimtegevuste all (nt maaparandus, prigi ladustamine jne), kuni tehti algust pthapaikade kaardistamise ning loodus- ja

muinsuskaitse alla votmisega.

1936. jagati osa hiiemetsa maast asunikele taiendava maana ning moni aasta
hiljem algas Il maailmasoda. Peale séda rajati Tammiku kaevandus ja kolhoos ning
(ks osa jagati aiamaadeks ja loomade karjatamiseks. Teise ossa ladustati
kaevanduse aheraine ning tilejaanud kohtadest kujunes aja jooksul prahivaserik.

TAMMIKU HIIS TANAPAEVAL

Salupea hiie pohjapoolne osa on 1958. aastast looduskaitse all. Vaartusena on
esile toodud kaheksaiidset tamme.

Salupea hiie keskosa ,maeti“ polevkivi kaevandamisest tuleneva aheraine alla.
Lepa hiiest sai kaevanduse toostusterritoorium koos hoonete ja platsidega. Need
on paigad, mis toovad esile kontrastid kunagise toostusrevolutsiooni ja
tanapaevaste loodusvaartuste hinnangute imberkujunemise vahel.

2013. aastal kehtestatud J6hvi valla Gldplaneeringu alusel on Tammiku hiie pdhja-
poolne osa koos aherainepuistanguga kavandatud rekreatiivse vaartusega
paigaks.

Tulevikus v&ib Tammiku hiis koos aherainepuistanguga kujuneda oluliseks
puhkekohaks piirkonna elanikele ning looduslikuks &ppeklassiks koolidpilastele ja
lasteaia kasvandikele.

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TAMMIEU SACRED GROVE - A NATURAL
SANCTUARY IN THE EMBRACE Of INDUSTRIAL
REVOWTION

According to our cultural heritage, ancient sacred groves have
played animportant role in our ancestor's beliefs. Between the giant
trees, many important events such as holidays, councils, weddings,
judgements ard healing procedures took place. It was also a place to
bring offers as means of sacrifice to gods and former ancestors. By
relying on our roots, if we take a time-off in the remains of the sacred
places, we could imagine and think about our anchestor's wisdom
and tryto find the powers of nature and peace of mind.

Historical sources suggest attempts to destroy indigenous holy sites
since the conquest and Christianization of the area in the 13th
century. Afigurative example of this is provided by an order issued in
Parnu county in 1749: “if there were to be places where false worship
took place, the peasants would have to completely destroy them in
the presence cf the pastor, cut down and burn the trees, break and
scatter the stones and plow up the land”!

Ancient shrines continued to suffer in the 20th century from
different foreign powers, wars, and modern human activities (e.g.
land reclamation, garbage storage, etc.), until the mapping of sacred
groves and the protection of nature and heritage began.

According to the International Union for Conservation of Nature
(IUCN), natural sanctuaries are the oldest nature reserves in
humankind. Under the peace of sacred places, a significant part of
landscape diversity and biodiversity has remained. Let's learn from
ourancestors and save the ancient forests!

HIGHUGHTS £ROM THE HISTORY

Of TAMMIKEU SACRED GROVE

Estonian national hero Kalevipoeg used to once hide from the
wind and rest by the Tammiku sacred grove.2

The Tammiku sacred grove consisted of three separate areas,
which were the Kuusiku forest, the Lepa forest and the Salupea
forest (Pauliku-Tammiku forest, in which northern side you
currently are located).

Celebration of St. George's Night in 1930: "In the evening,
Martian sounds and rows of lights emerged from every corner.
These were the festive groups that rushed to the party in the
light of the torches. Every village, every corner came with their
own group and orchestra. [...] Even organizations from more
distant neighborhoods, along with Estonian Defense Forces
took part. [..] After the fire-rockets, a big fire was ignited
around 2,000 people” (Wirulane newspaper, 1930).

In 1936, some parts of the land was divided to settlers as
additional land and a few years later World War Il began. After
the war, the Tammiku mine and collective farm were
established, and one part was divided into garden lands and
animal grazing. The other part was used to store mine waste
and the rest of the places became a garbage-underwood over
time.

TAMMIKU SACRED GROVE NOWADAYS

The northern part of the Salupea forest has been under natural
protection since 1958 with eightancient oaks.

The central part of the Salupea forest was "buried" under the
mine tailings from oil shale mining. Lepa forest became the
industrial territory of the mine with buildings and squares.
These are places that highlight the contrasts between the
former industrial revolution and the transformation of modern
assessments of natural values.

According to the general plan of Jahvi municipality established
in 2013, the northern part of Tammiku sacred grove and mine
tailings dump mountain is planned as a recreational site.

In the future, the Tammiku sacred grove, together with the
mine dump, may become an important resting place for the
residents of the area and a natural study-class for schools and
kindergartens.

In 2014 an episode from the series “Estonian Natural Shrines”
was filmed here where well-known Estonian singer Tonis Magi
visited Tammiku sacred grove and reflected on the
contradictory fate of the place.
